Views on Eternal Security

e Pelagian View: "You aren't sinful. You can
choose to do good or bad and thus can earn
salvation with good works.” (This view is ignoratnly
taught by many evangelicals like Steven Furtick.)

e Arminian View: "You can lose your salvation, so
be sanctified .” (This view is usually associated with
Wesleyan traditions.)

e Fundamentalist View: “If you prayed the sinners
prayer, you are saved no matter what you believe
or how you live.” (This view is often called “once
saved always saved.”)

e Reformed View: "You cannot lose your salvation,
but if you are truly saved you will grow in Christ
and remain faithful to the end.” (This view is often
called "perseverance of the saints” and is
associated with Calvinism.)




What About The Apostates?

Hebrews 6:4-3

Foritisimpossible, in the case of those who have

What About "Blotted Out”?
